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CCS subscribes to new el ibrary collections

standards. ACM and IEEE has
provided guidance to the offering
of the information technology and
computing disciplines,” said Engr.
Marlon V. Gamido, CCS Dean, in an
online interview.

The college arrived at the idea
of subscribing to a digital library
through benchmarking activities
which eventually led them to
contacting the IEEE and ACM
journals providers.

“The CCS has contacted the
suppliers for the IEEE and ACM
journals and asked for specifications
of each. The specifications were
presented to the faculty members
and the DIT TSU-CHED scholars
for comments and earned approval
by them,” Dean Gamido added.

Under the leadership of Dean
Gamido and Associate Dean Prof.
Valarie D. Simbol, they saw the
potential of eLibrary subscriptions
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in enhancing the university’s library
collections profile for accreditation
and academic research purposes.
This will also prepare them for the
college’s plan to apply for CHED
Center of Excellence or Center of

Development.
The said e-collections are
available 1n offices, colleges, and

libraries using the TSU provided
internet access.

A More Gender-Inclusive TSU for 2020

Tarlac State University administration
issued TSU Memorandum Order No. 82, s.
2019 on December 20 urging the community
to express solidarity with the gender initiatives
of the university by sporting orange attires,
instead of the usual green, every first Friday of
the month.

As indicated in the memo signed by
university president Dr. Myrna Q. Mallari, TSU
is a staunch advocate and implementer of gender
equality and related policies and activities
among government agencies especially state
universities and colleges. This is evidenced by
the putting up of gender-neutral comfort rooms,
holding of Mx. Warriors TSU pageant for
transgenders, and continual administration of
seminars, symposiums, and engaging activities
through the Gender and Development (GAD)
Office headed by Dr. Rita E. Pulmano.

However, the gender equality advocacy
of the university has been challenged in the
middle of 2019 during the preparation for the
30th Commencement Exercises. This may be

perceived negatively by outsiders but TSU took the
high road.

In reality, this challenge gave TSU a chance
— a chance to review and strengthen its GAD-
related policies; a chance to make the university a
more gender-inclusive abode for the students and
employees alike.

One of the strengths of TSU is its resilience.
It knows how and when to recuperate and make
a situation better. And to make things better, the
university issued the memo no. 82 followed by the
conduct of the levelling session on GAD concepts
with the TSU Administrative Council, seminar-
workshop on GAD concepts and gender analysis
tools with focal persons, and the reconstitution of
the university’s GAD Focal Point System which
involves both the provincial and city government.

These happenings have woken up TSU to peek
through the lens of gender and development in its
various undertakings. And every first Friday of the
month, all TSU campuses are painted with orange
— a bold manifestation of support to the global
agenda on achieving gender equality.
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Tarlac State University and the
Local Government of Concepcion led
the groundbreaking ceremony for the
TSU Concepcion Extension Campus
located at Barangay San Nicolas
Poblacion, Concepcion, Tarlac held on
January 28, 2020.

The additional TSU campus is a
9,000-square-meter lot owned by the
LGU Concepcion.

The Concepcion campus is a
legacy project of the legacy team —
terms coined by former Department of
Education Secretary Jesli A. Lapus who
graced the event.

The said team is composed of
Municipal Mayor of Concepcion Hon.
Andres D. Lacson, Municipal Vice
Mayor of Concepcion Hon. Atty. Joey
L. Baluyut and the Sangguniang Bayan
members, TSU Board of Regents
members Hon. Reynaldo L. Catacutan
(Capas Mayor) and Hon. Dennis
Norman T. Go (Tarlac 2nd District

Board Member), and TSU President Dr.
Myrna Q. Mallari, who are instruments
to the full realization of the additional

campus.

According to Mayor Lacson, the LGU
allotted 2 75 million from their local
funds for the 10-month construction of the
lecture rooms.

The P 36.5M Phase I construction has
undergone bidding with an allotted P 35M
funding for 2020. Barangays also gave
20% of their respective budgets for the
TSU Concepcion Extension Campus.

As a legacy project, the Concepcion
campus will help TSU accommodate
around 500 enrollees by 2021, its target
year of operation.

Mayor Lacson also plans to connect
the future Concepcion campus to the
Benigno S. Aquino National High School
(BSANHS) grounds and the nearby sports
complex where the students may hold their
P.E. classes.
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TSU secures top 2 performing school
in December CLE

Tarlac

State  University
was named as the second-
best performing school in the

December 2019 Criminologist
Licensure Examination (CLE)
posted by the Professional

Regulation Commission (PRC).
TSU obtained 97.07 passing
percentage with its 66 passers
acing the national passing rate
of 44.11%. All 2019 passers
(including the June 2019 CLE
passers) will receive a certificate
from the College of Criminal
Justice Education (CCJE).
“Wehaveaverycomprehensive
program at tayo lang siguro ang
may comprehensive program in
relation to licensure examination,”
CCJE Dean Dr. Theodore Timpac

said in an interview.

Dean Timpac further said that
4th year students have Saturday
review classes in preparation for
the examinations.

Timpac served as the review
director for Laguna  State
Polytechnic University for five
years and Nueva Ecija University
of Science and Technology
for four years. He applied his
experience in managing the CLE
board exams review and said that
one should instill discipline, and
everything will follow.

In November 2016, the
Criminology Department became
independent from the College of
Arts and Social Sciences when
the TSU Board of Regents agreed

to have another college named as
the ‘College of Criminal Justice
Education.’

Lian Carla Luzong, 2016
Criminology graduate, ranked 6th
in the October 2016 Criminologist
Licensure Examination while
TSU placed third among the
top performing schools. The
following year, TSU was declared
as the top performing school in
the December 2017 CLE with a
98.21 passing percentage.

Since then, TSU placed among
the top five performing schools
nationwide. = The  university
ranked fourth in June 2018, first
in December 2018, and third in
June 2019.

Tarlac State University and the
City Government of Tarlac signed a
Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)
with Jinan Licheng District Dezhi
Training School of the People’s
Republic of China on January 9, 2020
at the TSU Main AVR.

The MOA is about the admission
of Chinese students to the TSU
graduate programs inclusive of Master
of Business Administration (MBA),

Master of Public Administration
(MPA), Doctor of Public
Administration (DPA), Master of

Arts in Education (MA in Education),
Doctor of Business Administration
(DBA), Doctor of Education (Ed.D.),
and Master of Arts in Nursing (MAN).

According to Mr. Wang Yong Yi,
CEO of Jinan Li Cheng Dezhi Training
School, they chose TSU because it is
one of the recognized universities of
the Ministry of Education in China.
Also, they have known TSU for its
quality education and state-of-the-art
buildings and facilities.

“Tarlac State University is among
the first batch of overseas universities
recognized by the Ministry of
Education of the People’s Republic of
China,” Mr. Wang Yong Yi said in his
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speech.

He added, “TSU 1is a rare
university to work with, and also
ideal for Chinese students to pursue
their master’s or doctor’s degrees.
Benefiting from the beautiful campus
environment in a very safe city, hotel
serviced conditions of residence and
a high standard of teacher education,
students may be relieved to finish their
studies.”

The said partnership was brought
to TSU through the efforts of Hon.
Maria Cristina C. Angeles, Tarlac City
Mayor, who was also present during
the activity. In her speech, she said that
the success of TSU is also the success
of Tarlac City.

TSU President Dr. Myrmna Q.
Mallari, who represented the university
in the MOA signing, said in her
welcome remarks that this endeavor is
a significant day both for TSU and the
City Government of Tarlac because
of their first partnership to make TSU
a globally competitive educational
institution.

She also said that a group of
Chinese students who will enroll in
the MBA and Ed.D. programs are set
to arrive in TSU this January.

Meanwhile, Mr. Chou Chang
Liang, owner of the training school,
focused his speech on the promotion
of cultural exchange and immersive
learning experience in the Philippines
on teaching English as a second
language.

Other than the MOA signing, the
Chinese partners also awarded financial
assistance or scholarship amounting to
P160,000 to 20 TSU students selected
by Hon. Angeles from Barangays San
Jose de Urquico, San Isidro, San Luis,
Ungot, and Balingcanaway. Each
student will receive P8,000 every
semester. The financial assistance will
be given to the students through the
City Government.

Towards the end of the program,
the Chinese partners gave additional
five slots of scholarship to TSU where
the University President will be
selecting TSU student-recipients.

Also present in the activity are
Mr. Qui Ze Jiang and Mr. Zhou Wei
Ping, colleagues of the Chinese
partners; TSU Vice Presidents and
Administrative  Council; barangay
officials from Tarlac City; and parents
of the scholarship recipients.

New officials appointed
under OVPPQA

Effective  January 2020, new
designations under the Office of the
Vice President for Planning and Quality
Assurance (OVPPQA) were signed by TSU
President Dr. Myrna Q. Mallari through
Administrative Orders No. 2, series 2019
last December 26; No. 1 and No. 10, series
2020 last January 2 and 8, respectively.

Dr. Nifio B. Corpuz is now the Officer-
in-Charge of the OVPPQA, previously
led by Dr. Lolita V. Sicat who has recently
retired. Dr. Corpuz’s previous position
as the Director of the Quality Assurance
Office (QAO) is now succeeded by Dr.
Ma. Socorro D. Valdez. Meanwhile, Dr.
Cynthia G. Quiambao is now the Head
of the AACCUP (Accrediting Agency of
Chartered Colleges and Universities of the
Philippines) Accreditation Unit of the QAO.

QUALITYLEADERSHIP

Since the designation of Dr. Corpuz
as the Director of the QAO last August
2019, the office has effectively facilitated
accreditations and assessments and has
helped the university increase its level in
terms of quality.

Several programs under the College
of Teacher Education, College of Public
Administration and Governance, College
of Science, College of Engineering and
Technology, and College of Business and
Accountancy have successfully undergone
AACCUP Level IV Phase 2 accreditation
survey visits.

TSU has also subjected itself through
Institutional ~ Sustainability ~ Assessment
(ISA) spearheaded by the Office of
Institutional ~ Quality ~ Assurance and
Govemance of the Commission on Higher
Education (OIQAG-CHED) last August 28
to 30, 2019 where the QAO oversaw the
processing and presentation.

Aside from this, they conducted several
trainings and seminars on the retooling of
accreditors on Outcomes-Based Quality
Assurance (OBQA) for Luzon State
Universities and Colleges (SUCs) and
represented the university in the 2019
ASEAN Quality Assurance Network
(AQAN) which is a network of 10 national
quality assurance authorities and ministries
responsible for higher education among

the ASEAN member
countries in Davao City.

Before taking
post as the new
director, Dr. Valdez
was the chairperson
for the Mathematics
Department  of  the
College of Science for
three years, and the dean
of the same college for
six months. She also
became the Director
of the Business Affairs
and Auxiliary Services
Office for two years
and then becoming
head of the CHED and
Government-Entity
Accreditation Unit in concurrent to serving
as the Assistant Director of QAO.

A graduate of Chemical Engineering
in Saint Louis University and Doctor of
Education in Pangasinan State University,
Dr. Valdez is also an evaluator for NBC
(National Budget Circular) 461 which notes
the position classification and compensation
scheme for faculty positions in State
Universities and Colleges (SUCs) for nine
years.

As the new head of the AACCUP
Accreditation  Unit, Dr. Quiambao,

Associate Professor V from the College
of Teacher Education, will spearhead and
coordinate all institutional and academic-
program accreditation survey visits of the
university and the various colleges.

With almost 23 years of service in TSU,
Dr. Quiambao started as an instructor, then
designated as the Academic Head for TSU-
Laboratory School, and even became its
OIC-Director in 2009. She has also been
the chairperson for the Extension Program,
Experiential Learning, and area head for
Master of Education-Physical Science in
TSU.

Currently, she is the adviser of the
Student Teachers Organization, a supervisor
of student teaching, and the chairperson
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for the Bachelor of Elementary Education
Department and Graduate School Extension
Program.

INTOTHEFUTURE

When the new officials were asked
about their future hopes in their recent
appointments, all of them expressed the
same sentiments: to sustain the excellence
achieved by the university and to continually
aim for higher level accreditation both
national and international.

“Im here to continue what we
have started. Ang trabaho [namin] is to
facilitate, help the admin, the President, in
implementing and planning all the standards.
Kasi ang office (OVPPQA), very broad pero
distinct. All these [units] under the VPPQA
facilitates the university’s compliance to
the varied standards of agencies and other
regulating bodies,” Dr. Corpuz said in an
interview.

“[We] will not be the one to maintain,
however. Hindi naman kami ang nagtuturo,
hindi naman kami yung gumagawa ng
[presentations], hindi namin kayang gawin
yung functions ng lahat ng colleges. But
instead, we help and assist the colleges and
offices of the university to comply and meet
certain standards,” he also added.
