 	 Tarlac State University's first-time 
takers in the ECE board exam recorded an 
85.71% rating. The institutional passing rate 
is 50% against the 33.36% national passing 
rate.  
	 Meanwhile, in the ECT boards, TSU 
garnered a 100% passing rate among its first-
time takers, while the institutional passing 
rate reached 90.91%. The ECT national 
passing rate is 73.52%. 
	 Seven electronics engineers and ten 
electronics technicians have been added to 
the roster of licensed TSUian professionals.
 
Maniti, ECE Top 3 
	 On the second day of the board 
exam, Joshua R. Maniti, 22, faced challenges 
in the Mathematics and Electronics Systems 
and Technologies (ESAT) areas, having 
fallen ill a week before the exam.   
 	 "I was really thinking that maybe I 
couldn't make it to the top 10. [What] adds 
to the frustration [is] the fact that those 
(Mathematics and ESAT) are my favorite 
areas where I was excelling the most in our 
review center… A week before the exam, I 
fell sick, so I wasn't really in my best health 
while taking the exam, kaya I was thinking 
about myself too at that time aside from 
my exams," Maniti told the Office of Public 
Affairs in an interview. 
 	 Initially, Maniti did not plan to 
top the boards. Yet his consistent ranking 
as first in two pre-board examinations and 
maintaining a spot in the top five of all his 
evaluation exams made him realize his 
potential and growth during the review 
process.  
 	 He attributed his success to 
maintaining an organized study plan and 
"studying smart."  
	 "Knowing what study method 
works best for you and knowing what to 
study and not to study [is important] since 
the coverage of the whole exam is very 
broad and you can't study everything in just 
a short period of time... I make sure to stay 
on my planned routine for that day. Since 
every other day lang po yung klase namin sa 
review center, I have different study routines 
sa different days," Maniti said.  
	 Furthermore, the ECE topnotcher 
from TSU recognized his professors from 
the Electrical and Electronics Department, 
thanking particularly Engr. Idris Jeffrey 
Manguera, his ECE professor, for checking 
up on them during their review.   
	 “I am grateful po sa lahat ng 

teachers sa Electrical and Electronics 
Department. Talagang naging foundation 
ko 'yung turo nila sa amin nung undergrad 
pa lang. Malaking tulong din po talaga 'yung 
Correlation course namin, it made us more 
prepared and kumbaga it was like a preview 
before the actual review period,” he said.  
	 Despite topping the boards and 
graduating with Latin honors, Maniti and his 
friends faced uncertainty about graduating 
on time due to their struggle to complete 
academic requirements and the early start 
of their board examination review, which 
began before graduation.  
	 “It's a roller coaster ride po talaga. 
Kaya sobrang saya na lang po namin 
nung nalaman namin na ga-graduate na 
kami lahat; wala na kaming iisipin while 
reviewing,” Maniti said.  
	 Maniti's family supported him 
emotionally and financially amid the 
struggles he faced. Despite having two 
brothers who are licensed mechanical 
engineers, his parents, a farmer and a 
housewife, never pressured him to excel in 
his studies.  
 	 Moreover, his friends, who are also 
registered ECEs and ECTs, played a big part 
in his journey as a support system.  
 	 Maniti completed his senior 
high school at the Central Luzon Doctors' 
Hospital Educational Institution, ranking 
at the top of their batch. He mentioned that 
ECE was not his first choice of program 
as he initially aspired to pursue a career 
in the medical field. However, his passion 
for Mathematics, curiosity and interest 
in technological advancements, and the 
influence of his brothers led him to choose 
engineering.  
	 Throughout his college years, 
Maniti enjoyed the support of a Department 

of Science and Technology (DOST) 
scholarship.  
 	 Currently, he is on a break and 
intends to enter the workforce next year.
  
Collado, ECT Top 3 
	 Nikkitta M. Collado, who used to 
tinker with damaged telephone units and 
radio sets as a kid, fed her curiosity and 
eagerness to learn new things that led her to 
where she is today. 
	 23-year-old Collado said she 
enjoyed removing the parts of the electronic 
components and reassembling them in their 
original locations, imagining herself like she 
created the original piece. She became more 
interested in technology when she used 
gaming consoles like the Playstation and was 
amazed by how many games a device could 
contain.   
	 These sparked her interest in 
becoming an electronics engineer and fueled 
her desire to create and improve electronics 
equipment that would benefit society.  
	 "My instructors and professors 
provided me with a solid foundation on 
the fundamentals of my course. As a result, 
I didn't have a hard time catching up with 
the review lectures," Collado said in a phone 
interview.  
	 She claims she was just an average 
engineering student contented with a "tres" 
or 3.0 grade who just enjoyed the review 
process. According to her, she did not aim to 
be a topnotcher; she simply wanted to pass 
the board exam. 
 	 For the first two months of the 
review, she could still handle her studies 
and had time to go out with friends. In an 
interview, she shared that she lacked focus 
and had too much distraction.

To save money, he 
would walk more than two kilometers from 
Robinsons Easymart San Sebastian to TSU 
Lucinda Campus to attend his 7:00 AM class, 
finish classes by 9:00 PM, and then walk back 
home.   
 	 Furthermore, financial incentives 
were also granted to three alumni scholars 
who graduated with Latin honors.

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PAFCPIC scholars claim first sem stipend, share humbling stories

Eighty PAFCPIC scholars received 
their stipend for the first semester of 

the academic year 2023-2024 at the Main 
AVR on October 27, 2023. 
	 The Philippine Army Finance 
Center Producers Integrated Cooperative 
sponsors scholars from Tarlac State 
University who are indigents, Indigenous 
Peoples, and persons with disabilities. 
	 According to Dr. Elsie Canlas, 
Scholarship and Financial Assistance 
Unit Head, former scholar Mary Joyce 
Domingo, now a Certified Public 
Accountant, was granted financial 
assistance by the PAFCPIC after her 
graduation, intended for her review and 
board exam.  
	 On the other hand, Anesia 
Garibeles, 50, shared how the PAFCPIC 
scholarship helped Raymond, her 
firstborn, who is struggling with polio.   
	 Anesia said her husband, Richard, 
53, a farmer, has high hopes for their son. 
She said her son even shares the tablet he 
received from PAFCPIC with his younger 
siblings whenever they study online. Also, 
the monthly payment for their internet 
connection comes from the stipend.  
	 Raymond, a fourth-year College 
of Education student, currently a practice 
teacher at Victoria National High 
School, dreams of passing the Licensure 
Examination for Teachers and eventually 
providing a new home for his family. He 
needs to stretch his stipend for an entire 
semester and budget his allowance for fare 
from Victoria town to Lucinda Campus in 
Tarlac City.

	 According to Raymond, his 
condition is not a deterrent to finishing his 
studies. He only needs to walk carefully 
and wear lightweight shoes. He even brings 
his lunch, water, and snacks so that he will 
not walk to and from the stores inside the 
campus and will not be challenged to take 

the stairs of their college's building.   
	 “Masipag siyang mag-aral kaya 
hindi niya sinasayang 'yung pagkakataon. 
Ayaw na rin naman daw kasi nilang 
magsaka, gusto niya at nung kapatid niya 
na maging teacher. Sobrang malaki 'yung 
pasasalamat namin na nabigyan siya (ng 
scholarship). Atsaka kahit may polio 
siya, pinapatunayan niya na kayang-kaya 
niya. Napakamaintindihin niyang anak 
sa sitwasyon namin ngayon,” his mother, 
Anesia, said in an interview.  
	 Another PAFCPIC scholar from 
CoEd, Eloisa Martin, a second-year BSEd 
Filipino student, is an IP from the Abelling 
Tribe of Maamot, San Jose. 
	 Martin was initially accepted at 
TSU last year under the BSEd Mathematics 
program. According to her, she pleaded 
with PAFCPIC to allow her to shift to 
a program she wants, noting that BSEd 
Filipino will give her the platform to teach 
a subject that her Aeta brothers and sisters 

would need most. 
	 In an interview, Martin said she 
allocates a portion of her stipend for 
her boarding house and allowance and 
shares some with her siblings who are still 
studying. She added that her stipend also 
helps with their family's daily expenses 
since her parents, a housewife and a 
construction worker, are trying their best 
to make ends meet. 
	 She received her stipend on her 
birthday, yet she opted to celebrate once 
she finished her degree and landed a job. 
	 PAFCPIC scholars usually receive 
a 6,000-peso monthly allowance, while 
IPs receive a higher amount of 7,000 pesos 
to cover their transportation expenses 
since they reside in remote places in the 
province.   
	 Aside from their monthly 
allowance, their scholarship also entails 
a 5,000-peso book allowance, 3,000-peso 
uniform allowance, and a 5,000-peso cash 
gift, provided they graduate on time. 
	 Honor graduates among the 
scholars also benefit from cash incentives 
amounting to 15,000 pesos for summa 
cum laude, 10,000 pesos for magna cum 
laude, and 5,000 pesos for cum laude.

TSU, UNHCR, DOJ seek Tarlac City support
in ensuring TSUian CPath scholars’ welfare

The two Complementary Pathways 
(CPath) Programme scholars 

enrolled at Tarlac State University 
formally met Tarlac City Mayor Maria 
Cristina C. Angeles on October 6, 2023. 
	 In the courtesy visit, TSU 
President Dr. Arnold E. Velasco and 
other university officials, along with the 
representatives from the United Nations 
High Commissioner for Refugees 
(UNHCR) and the Department of 
Justice-Refugees and Stateless Persons 
Protection Unit (DOJ-RSPPU), sought 
the support of the City Government 
of Tarlac in promoting inclusivity and 
ensuring the safety and welfare of the 
CPath scholars and other refugees 
residing within the city.   
	 "TSU is really doing the hard 
job in taking care of the students and 
molding their minds… Tarlac City and 
TSU will be historical kasi kayo ang nag-
alaga sa kanila (because you are taking 
them under your care),” Atty. Maria 
Ermina Valdeavilla-Gallardo, UNHCR 
Head of Philippines Office, said.       
	 Mayor Angeles assured that 
the LGU would attend to the needs of 
the CPath scholars, provide them with 
educational assistance in the form of 
scholarship allowances and internships, 
and involve them with other LGU 
programs.     
	 "We can include them sa mga 
skills training, training jobs, [and] 
scholarships. Tsaka 'yung mga Angel 
Care program namin, like mga medical, 
dental, etc., para they would not feel 
(like an) outcast. They would not feel 
segregated. Madali yung social cohesion 

nila inside the city… If I will still be 
mayor and you graduate, we'll offer you 
a job," Mayor Angeles said.   
	 Likewise, in a separate interview, 
Pres. Velasco committed to taking part 
in ensuring the welfare of the scholars.  
	 “We are one with the UNHCR, 
DOJ, and the City Government of Tarlac 
in creating a better future for these 
students. Pwede na nilang ituring na 
ikalawa o bagong tahanan ang TSU at 
aming sisiguraduhin na we will do our 
best to cater their needs as long as we 
can provide them,” Pres. Velasco said.  
	 Also present during the courtesy 
visit are Vice President for Academic 
Affairs Dr. Agnes M. Macaraeg, TSU 
Presidential Assistant Dr. Brigido B. 
Corpuz, and Office of International 
Affairs and Linkages Director Dr. Maria 
Vanessa P. Arador.   
	 Furthermore, joining the 
UNHCR are Ms. Iris Joy Suministrado-
Tayag, UNHCR Protection Associate, 
and Atty. Angelica Rose C. Dimalanta, 
DOJ-RSPPUrepresentative   

	 Meanwhile, the CPath scholars 
also underwent individual protection 
monitoring sessions, a recurring activity 
conducted jointly by the UNHCR and 
DOJ.   
	 These sessions are part of the 
regular process for the scholars to assess 
their well-being, familiarize them with 
Philippine laws, and address any issues 
and concerns.   
	 UNHCR also conducted 
an orientation on the Protection 
from Sexual Exploitation and Abuse 
(PSEA) and a checkpoint meeting on 
the University's CPath programme 
implementation.  
	 Under the programme, scholars 
are given a safe and regulated avenue 
to stay in a third country through 
education, where their international 
protection needs are addressed.  
	 TSU formally welcomed two 
scholars on August 25, 2023, and plans 
to host another CPath scholar starting 
the next school year.
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	 Tarlac State University’s winning athletes from the PRG Luzon qualifying leg 
vied for medals in the Philippine ROTC Games 2023 National Championships. 
	 Fifty athletes, coaches, and staff from the TSU ROTC Unit, along with some 
university officials, joined the opening ceremony for the National PRG 2023 on October 
22, 2023, at the Cuneta Astrodome in Pasay City. 
	 TSU is one of the 11 participating Luzon higher education institutions under 
the Philippine Army delegation from Luzon, which was hailed as the overall champion 
with 20 gold medals. 
	  The TSUian athletes competed in volleyball, boxing, kickboxing, arnis, and 
athletics. 
	 Aside from the university’s winning athletes, the TSU Chorale and Performing 
Arts Dance Troupe under the Office of Culture, Arts, and Language were also invited to 
perform during the opening ceremony. 

TSU – the future of solar tech in Central 
Luzon, soon in PH 

EDITORIAL

	 "Recognized for excellence in 
sciences and emerging technologies" 
is part of Tarlac State University's 
vision, approved last March 24, 2023. 
Given its technological and technical 
mandate, TSU must be at the forefront 
of innovations and advancements. With 
the help of a newly established center, 
the university leaped into refurbishing 
a vehicle equipped with solar-powered 
equipment for educational purposes. 
Considering these challenges and 
opportunities, TSU is, indeed, carving its 
path toward becoming a solar technology 
hub in Central Luzon. 
	 Based on the university's history, 
it started as a trade school that evolved into 
a tertiary school offering technical and 
technological courses. It is consistently 
stated in TSU's two previous charters 
(RA 6764 and RA 11695) that its mandate 
is to provide advanced instruction in 
science and technology. Even before the 
approval of the new vision, mission, and 
strategic directions, TSU has been at the 
forefront of innovations, particularly 
solar initiatives. 
	 Among TSU's successful 
solar projects are the solar-powered 
irrigation and water pump for the 
farmers of Barangay Balanti in Tarlac 
City and the repurposed golf carts into 

solar-powered carts that can be found 
at the Lucinda Campus, while some 
were turned over to the Department of 
Science and Technology offices in Tarlac 
and Nueva Ecija. Dr. Julius Caesar Sicat, 
DOST-III Regional Director, even set 
TSU as an example of developing and 
utilizing alternative energy sources for 
mobilization in a March 2022 episode of 
the DOST Briefing Room. This proves 
that TSU is slowly making a niche in 
solar developments in the region. 
	 Adding to the list of TSU's solar 
projects is the G-iRIDE, a mobile school 
for Gerona town's Alternative Learning 
System (ALS) under the Department of 
Education – the maiden project of the 
university's new center, the Center for 
Solar and Emerging Technologies. The 
center repaired an old ambulance into a 
future roving school with a solar-powered 
television that would aid learners in 
achieving their dream of gaining access 
to education. Apart from serving 
farmers' needs and curbing issues on 
transportation through solar power, TSU 
sets a hallmark in solar and technological 
innovation for education. 
	 Dr. Arnold E. Velasco, the sixth 
president of TSU, also a licensed electrical 
engineer, vowed to boost engineering 
and technology during his incumbency. 

Three solar projects may seem minuscule 
to some, but the university's potential to 
come up with more advancements with 
impact on the community is limitless, 
especially with the perseverance of 
the administration. Within President 
Velasco's four years, the budding TSU 
in solar feats will bloom as a capital in 
the province and Central Luzon that will 
be benchmarked soon by fellow state 
universities and colleges. 
	 In two university planning 
sessions, the Board of Regents urged the 
administration to let TSU become a "go-
to" university for local government units, 
government agencies, and the private 
sector for research and community 
extension programs. The cited projects 
are just some of the many partnerships 
and engagements entered into by TSU to 
serve its immediate community. Taking 
on the challenge posed by the Board is 
not a bane but a blessing from TSU to 
its partners and beneficiaries. As solar 
power is an alternative energy source 
that any institution could explore, the 
university's edge is that it is now being 
trusted, particularly by the DOST, to 
develop worthwhile solar projects. From 
strides to a leap of faith, the university is 
now making a name for itself as the future 
of solar technology in the Philippines.
